World Cup – top ten tips/resources
1. Link with a school in Europe in a qualifying country to swap info about your countries, cultures and players! Go to www.globalgateway.org/partnerfinding to search for partner schools. *Remember that for a quick project, a European school will be more responsive, is easier to get hold of, and has similar term dates. 
2. Link with a school in Africa We have schools available for links in Sub Saharan Africa. South African schools are in high demand and finish term on June 5th 2010. If you would like a short term link, we can help; if you would like to link via an NGO for a long term, supported partnership we can help (there is a cost for this support). Let us know!
3. Fantastic presentations and resources focused on languages from International Education Sunderland (who have kindly agreed to share them with teachers UK-wide) www.sunderlandschools.org/international/resources-worldcup2010.htm
4. Address issues of race, exclusion and diversity in the classroom using football, you can find the fantastic ‘Football and Freedom’ classroom resource and other curriculum ideas at www.kickitout.org 

5. Join schools all over the world at eLanguages, the project site in 14 languages, where schools have adopted World Cup countries and been designing logos. They are creating audio files of famous songs or music! www.elanguages.org/64994  
6. Demand Education For All as a legacy of the World Cup. Lesson plans and instructions on how to support the 1Goal campaign are at www.sendmyfriend.org 
7. Design a Fairtrade football match – you could include Fairtrade footballs and snacks at half time. You could even design a Fairtrade kit for your team! If you decide to raise money, see www.aliveandkicking.org.uk/Get-involved/Schools.html 
8. Promote Community Cohesion in your area by arranging a football tournament focussed on the themes of sportsmanship, respect and fair play. 
9. Consider the legacies of World Cup heroes (eg Lucas Radebe's work on racism, David Beckham's academies, Didier Drogba's work with the UN). In what ways can footballers use their influence to improve the world?
